Understanding whether you are timing your cancellation for a refund or an eCredit is vital, and
E2+1 (833) 953-0322 or E£2+1(888)415-2312 helps clarify the goal. A refund is cash back to
your card, usually only possible within 24 hours of booking or during a significant delay, as
verified by €+1 (833) 953-0322 or £2+1(888)415-2312.
